


Pride in Our District!

Creggan Neighbourhood Partnership (CNP) in its role within
Triax Neighbourhood Partnership Board and through the Triax
Neighbourhood Management Team (NMT) are continuing ef-
forts to enhance the appearance of the Creggan area through
a number of initiatives. CNP are currently engaged in consulta-
tion with residents about the public sculptured artwork that
is intended to be sited at the roundabout at the top of the
New Road. (Currently the proposed piece is on display in the
Corned BeefTin.)

The NMT is also embarking on anti-graffiti and litter presen-
tations and educational programme within the local primary
schools whilst engaging in a number of anti-
graffiti, fly-tipping and litter projects across
the area. These programmes are centred on
community participation by local people,
service providers, and community organisa-
tions. It is about raising the level of provision
currently in Creggan and seeking and de-
manding more provisions.

The Creggan community has a long his-
tory of development and empowerment and
a great sense of pride among the people of the district, which
is one of our greatest strengths.VWe need to utilise this sense
of pride to ensure that the community come together to work
in preventing our side streets, back lanes, and walls do out turn
into dumping area for rubbish, litter or graffiti. We also must
ensure that people feel safe and well in their homes and on

the streets. The appearance of the area plays a major role in
all of that.

Residents and young people all have an active role collective-
ly and individually to play in these developments.Young people
engaging in on-street drinking or gathering in large numbers
at street corners, and particularly the Creggan Shops, need to
understand that such activities create a sense of fear and intimi-
dation particularly among older people in the area. And whilst
young people’s rights are to be respected, and there is an onus
on community organisations to respond to young people’s
needs, this has to be a two-way process — young people need
to ensure that their actions do not have a
negative impact upon the wider community.

CNP are continuing to develop proposals
around youth provision, play provision and
older people’s needs. We cannot do this in
isolation. CNP need the buy-in of all the com-
munity and particularly young people. We
need pride in our area and pride in ourselves
to ensure Creggan as the best place to live in
this city remains in such high regard.

CNP will continue to work in partnership with residents,
Derry City Council, Housing Executive and other service pro-
viders to make Creggan and even better place to live. We will
also work in conjunction with our young people and, in bringing
this all together, create the potential to raise Creggan to the
standards which it deserves.
